
Housing Requests for Medical/Psychological Reasons 

New students who have circumstances that warrant a medical/psychological exception and current commuter students, or resident students, who have had a change in their status that would now require a medical/psychological exception can make housing requests. The request may be for any on-campus housing or specific on-campus housing arrangements that respond to the medical/psychological circumstances of the student.
Request for a Housing Exception:  

· The student will submit a request for housing, in writing, to the Senior Director of Health and Counseling Services.  They will include appropriate supporting documentation from a health care professional. They will include signed release(s) permitting communication with off campus health care providers and appropriate campus administrators.

Decision Process:  

· The Director will review the request and the supporting documentation and consult with the health care provider if appropriate.  

· If the Director deems that a housing request is not appropriate – the Director will send a letter to the student indicating that the documentation does not support the request.  A copy of the letter will be sent to the Director of Residence Life and Housing.

· If the Director deems that a housing request is appropriate – the Director will send a letter to the Director of Residence Life and Housing recommending that the student’s request be accommodated.

· The Director of Residence Life and Housing will contact the student to inform him/her that the recommendation has been received and will provide a decision about the housing request.  If the requested housing is available the student will receive it; if it is not available the student will be given priority for the requested housing and notified of their status.

Appeal Process:
If the student is not satisfied with the decision of the Director of Residence Life and Housing about the housing request, or if the Senior Director of Health and Counseling does not support the student’s request for housing and the student wishes to appeal the final decision; the Assistant Vice President of Student Affairs will hear the appeal.
